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P.A.S.S. Questions For KHC Life Group Leaders
P.A.S.S. is an acronym for a way to generate questions for dialogue in the KHC Life Groups.  Optimally there should be between 4-8 questions asked in a typical LG gathering.  Pick and/or adapt the questions that seem most pertinent to your group. 

P = Participation, an opening question that is general enough for everyone to get involved in the dialogue.

A = Application, begin to make it personal.

S = Scripture, thinking biblically (or theologically) is a learned behavior.

S = Sharing, which moves the LG toward honest reflection, authenticity, transparency, and specific application in a safe atmosphere.  (The leader needs to model this.)
Notice that you may have verbal processors who will tend to dominate during times of sharing
 and introverts who will tend not to engage unless asked.  Also, you may have an EGR (i.e., Extra Grace Required) in your group.  These tend to be wounded people that tend to shift every opportunity to share to themselves, their needs, and their problems.  This will need to be lovingly addressed in private.
 

Be patient, be kind, and be firm.  Start on time and end on time. 
For the week of: April 4, 2016
Sermon title: "REPENT and RETURN"

Sermon points: 


1. Acknowledge the Lord


2. Confess your sin


3. Receive His mercy


4. Recommit your life

P - Participation (get everyone involved in the dialog)

1. Nehemiah 9 contains the longest prayer in the Bible, highlighting many of the Lord's attributes and specific ways He provided for Israel through the nation's history. Read over the chapter and share which of the Lord's attributes stand out to you. (Ex. the Creator, ready to forgive, slow to anger, abounding in steadfast love, etc.)
A - Application (makes it personal)

2. Four questions from the sermon:  

a. Acknowledge the Lord: Share how you have witnessed the Lord's presence and provision in your life.
b. Confession of sin: The sermon this weekend taught about confession being a gift from God to God's people. Do you find the Lord to be a safe place to confess your mistakes, failures, and sin?
c. Receive His mercy: The prayer in Nehemiah 9 continually mentions the Lord's mercies. His mercy is ready to forgive even before you have confessed. Do you have confidence in God's mercy? How would you describe the mercy of God? What does His mercy do for you?

d. Recommit your life: The purpose of the assembly in Nehemiah 9 was to renew their covenant with the Lord. The means by which they would go before God to make this request was by acknowledging the Lord, confessing sin, and receiving mercy. How often do believers need to recommit their lives to God (surrendering their wills to His will)? How is this different from receiving salvation?
S - Scripture (thinking biblically is a learned behavior! :-)

3. Read Psalm 32:5, 1 John 1:8-9, and Romans 2:4 - Do you agree with the apostle Paul (in Romans) that God's kindness it to lead you to repentance? How does His kindness, forbearance and patience lead people to repent?
4. Read Hebrew 4:16, and Ephesians 3:12 - What does it mean to go before the throne of God's grace with confidence? What/who has made it possible for us to go before God with freedom and confidence?

S – Sharing (or facilitating a time of honest reflection with authenticity and transparency in a safe atmosphere modeled by the leader). 
5. Read Romans 12:1-2 - In view of God saving our souls, Paul encourages us to continually surrender our bodies as living sacrifices, our minds by renewal in His truth, and our wills to His will. Have you surrendered your soul to Jesus? If so, what are you still holding back from the Lord concerning your body, your mind, and your will?
6. Consider the statement: There is no returning to the Lord that does not involve true repentance; and where there is true repentance there is guaranteed return to the Lord.  What does that statement mean to you? 

� If this becomes an ongoing issue you may need to speak to them in private about making room for others to share.


� If we let wounded people dominate, we will end up with a room full of wounded people. Refer wounded people to the counseling options at KHC.
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
