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Life Group Leader’s Question Resource
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P.A.S.S. Questions For KHC Life Group Leaders
P.A.S.S. is an acronym for a way to generate questions for dialogue in the KHC Life Groups.  Optimally there should be between 4-8 questions asked in a typical LG gathering.  Pick and/or adapt the questions that seem most pertinent to your group. 

P = Participation, an opening question that is general enough for everyone to get involved in the dialogue.
· Share a time when you were full of hope.

A = Application, begin to make it personal.
· Where do people put their hope?

· What did the Lord say to you about hope through the weekend sermon? 
S = Scripture, thinking biblically (or theologically) is a learned behavior.
· How does the bible view hope differently than the world?
· How does the bible define hope?

· How does the birth of Christ relay hope for both the believer and non-believer?
S = Sharing, which moves the LG toward honest reflection, authenticity, transparency, and specific application in a safe atmosphere.  (The leader needs to model this.)
· Share about a time where you have struggled with hope.

· Do you have someone you’re praying for who has yet to put his or her hope in Jesus?  Share the story
· Share a story where you put your hope in the Lord in difficult times.
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
